1. Description of methods used for collection/generation of data: 
The assessments came from on-site ratings of the physical characteristics and pedestrian activity of the small commercial centers by trained researchers, with some characteristics coming from 1970 and 1980 census data. For the supplementary example, the author downloaded behavioral observation file in the folder DS0002 from ICPSR record (ICPSR 2371), converted the file to Stata format, and ran the .do file in Stata.
